Day 01 Airport - Kandy      (L , D)  
Arrival Colombo Internation Airport and meet and greeting by our tour guide at the airport. After that, transfer to Kandy. Kandy was the last 
capital of Sinhala Kings. The valley of Kandy is surrounded by magnificent hills which made it as the last bastion. Today Kandy offers its 
visitors rich collection of art and craft and historical buildings. It includes a collection of ancient temples buildings, handicrafts, souvenirs, 
bazaar and gem collection of art and craft and historical buildings. It includes a collection of ancient temples buildings, handicrafts,       
souvenirs, bazaar and gem museum and the temple of tooth relic which houses the most sacred Buddhist relic in the world, the Tooth of 
Lord Buddha. Thereafter witness a cultural show. Dinner and overnight at hotel. 
  
Day 02 Kandy - Pinnawala - Nuwara Eliya   (B, L , D)  
Breakfast at hotel. Proceed to Pinnawala. The Royal Botanic Gardens (Peradeniya botanical garden) is a very popular tourist attraction in 
Sri Lanka and it’s a paradise for nature lovers. It is located at Peradeniya about 1550 feet above from the sea level, near “Mahaweli River”. 
The total area of the gardens is about 147 acres. The variation of the clime is very less and the rain fall is about 229 cm per year. The most 
attractive place in the gardens is the orchid House which has more than 300 varieties of orchids. After that proceed to Nuwara Eliya.      
Nuwara Eliya is located at the heart of the hill country 6182 feet above from the sea level. The town is situated at 74 km away along Kandy-
Nuwara Eliya road and this was rediscovered by British in 1827. It is still very much like an old English town with styled Bungalows and 
buildings. The cool calm climate, gorges rolling tea plantation which makes the best “Ceylon tea” and the breathtaking beautiful waterfalls 
makes Nuwara Eliya one of the most beautiful town in the world. Nuwara Eliya also has one of the finest 18 hole golf courses in South Asia. 
Dinner and overnight at hotel. 
Day 03 Nuwara Eliya - Ella - Kataragama   (B, L , D)  
Breakfast at hotel. Proceed to Ravana Fall. Visit the Rawana Falls. The Ravana Falls (popularly known as Ravana Ella in Sinhala) is a 
popular sightseeing attraction in Sri Lanka. It currently ranks as one of the widest falls in the country. This waterfall measures approximately 
25 m (82 ft) in high and cascade from an oval-shaped concave rock outcrop. After that proceed to Kataragama. Kataragama is a pilgrimage 
town popular with Buddhist, Hindu, Muslim and indigenous Vedda communities of Sri Lanka and South India. The town has Ruhunu Maha 
Kataragama devalaya, a shrine dedicated to Skanda-Murukan also known as Kataragamadevio. Kataragama is situated in the Monaragala 
District of Uva province, Sri Lanka. It is situated 228 km ESE of Colombo, the capital of Sri Lanka. Although Kataragama was a small village 
in medieval times, today it is a fast Lanka. It is situated 228 km ESE of Colombo, the capital of Sri Lanka. Although Kataragama was a 
small village in medieval times, today it is a fast developing township surrounded by jungle in the South Eastern region of Sri Lanka. It also 
houses the ancient Kiri Vehera Buddhist stupa. The town has a venerable history dating back to the last centuries of BCE. It also was the 
seat of government of many Sinhalese kings during the days of Rohana kingdom. Since the 1950's the city has undergone many            
Improvements with successive governments investing in public transportation, medical facilities, and business development and hotel    
services. Dinner and overnight at hotel. 

Day 04 Kataragama - Beruwala    (B, L , D)  
Breakfast at hotel. Proceed to Galle. Galle was a main port of Sri Lanka from 14th century. The first fort of Galle was built by Portuguese. 
Walk along the walls of the fort enjoy the magnificent view of the ocean and do not forget to watch the sun set which gives you an          
astonishing view from the walls of the Galle fort. After that proceed to Beruwala. Beruwala, is a small resort town in the south western 
coastal belt of Sri Lanka. The name Beruwala is derived from the Sinhalese word for the place where the sail is lowered. It marks the spot 
for the first   Muslim settlement on the island, established by Arab traders around the 8th century AD. A large population of Sri Lankan 
Moors, many of them are gem merchants, still live in the town - particularly in the "China Fort". Msjid-ul-Abrar , a landmark of Beruwala and 
Sri Lanka's oldest mosque, was built by Arab traders on a rocky peninsula overlooking the town. Dinner and overnight at hotel. 

Day 05 Beruwala - Colombo    (B, L , D)  
Breakfast at hotel. Proceed to Colombo. Colombo is the commercial and business center of Sri Lanka located on west cost. The city blends 
together with old colonial type building, high-rise commercial buildings and hotels. It is filled with shopping malls. Some of the finest       
structures built during the colonial times still preserved in one part of the City. For example, there is a 100-year-old clock tower. And the 
Bandaranaike Memorial International Conference Hall (BMICH) which was a gift to Sri Lanka from the People's Republic of China. Dinner 
and overnight at hotel. 

Day 06 Colombo - Airport    (B)
