
6D5N  DISCOVER SRI LANKA ( MINIMUM 2 TO GO ) 

Day 01 Airport - Sigiriya - Dambulla - Sigiriya                                             (L , D)  
Arrival Colombo Internation Airport and meet and greeting by our tour guide at the airport. After that, transfer to Sigiriya. 
Climb the citadel of Sigiriya which was built in the 5th century. Sigiriya is treated as one of the most remarkable creations in 
the world, built by King Kashyapa (477-495 AD). Path through the gardens along Stone stairways cometo the Lion Gate. 
Only the rock carving and the brick strucyure is evident today of the lions mouth through which millions of people have 
walked to admire he beauty of this magnificent citadel. After that proceed to Dambulla. Dambulla Rock temple was built by 
King Walagambahu during the 1st Century B.C. The major attraction of Dambulla is the largest and best preserved cave 
temple complex which covers an area about 2,100 m². Dambulla is a UENESCO world heritage site. There are more than 
80 documented caves in the surrounding and the paintings are done on the ceiling. There are a total of 153 Buddha statues 
3 statues of srilnkn kings and 4 statues of god and goddess. Dinner and overnight at hotel.  

Day 02 Sigiriya - Matale - Kandy - Peradeniya - Kandy                              (B, L , D)  
Breakfast at hotel. Proceed to Kandy via Matale. Visit a spice garden in Matale to see different spices for which Sri Lanka is 
famous for. Clients will be able to see different spices and how some of these spices are grown and processed. Witness 
Cookery demonstrations as well. Kandy was the last capital of Sinhala Kings. The valley of Kandy is surrounded by        
magnificent hills which made it as the last bastion. Today Kandy offers its visitors rich collection of art and craft and         
historical buildings. It includes a collection of ancient temples buildings, handicrafts, souvenirs, bazaar and gem museum 
and the temple of tooth relic which houses the most sacred Buddhist relic in the world, the Tooth of Lord Buddha. Proceed 
to Peradeniya.The Royal Botanic Gardens (Peradeniya botanical garden) is a very popular tourist attraction in Sri Lanka 
and it’s a paradise for nature lovers. It is located at Peradeniya about 1550 feet above from the sea level, near “Mahaweli 
River”. The total area of the gardens is about 147 acres. The variation of the clime is very less and the rain fall is about 229 
cm per year. The most attractive place in the gardens is the orchid House which has more than 300 varieties of orchids. 
Thereafter witness a cultural show. Dinner and overnight at hotel. 

Day 03 Kandy - Nuwara Eliya                                                                     (B, L , D)  
Breakfast at hotel. Proceed to Nuwara. Nuwara Eliya is located at the heart of the hill country 6182 feet above from the sea 
level. The town is situated at 74 km away along Kandy-Nuwara Eliya road and this was rediscovered by British in 1827. It is 
still very much like an old English town with styled Bungalows and buildings. The cool calm climate, gorges rolling tea   
plantation which makes the best “Ceylon tea” and the breathtaking Cbeautiful waterfalls makes Nuwara Eliya one of the 
most beautiful town in the world. Nuwara Eliya also has one of the finest 18 hole golf courses in South Asia. Dinner and 
overnight at hotel. 

Day 04 Nuwara Eliya - Kitulgala - Colombo                                              (B, L , D)  
Breakfast at hotel. Proceed to Colombo Via Kitulgala. The Kelani River flowing through Kitulgala was the main location 
where the Oscar winning Blockbuster Movie “Bridge on the River Kwai” was filmed. Visit the prehistoric cave was recently 
discovered containing large middens of shells from some unknown civilization on the hill above this town. Proceed to      
Colombo. City tour of Colombo. Colombo is the commercial and business center of Sri Lanka located on west cost. The city 
blends together with old colonial type building, high-rise commercial buildings and hotels. It is filled with shopping malls. 
Some of the finest structures built during the colonial times still preserved in one part of the City. For example, there is a 
100 -year-old clock tower. And the Bandaranaike Memorial International Conference Hall (BMICH) which was a gift to Sri 
Lanka from the People's. 

Day 05 Colombo - Negombo      (B, L , D)  
Breakfast at hotel. Shopping in Colombo. Pettah bazaar - where one can shop for bargain. House of fashion, Odel for 
clothes. Lakpahana,lakmdeura & barefoot for various souvenirs. Transfer to Negambo. Negombo is a town of about 
121,933, approximately 37 km north of Colombo, in Sri Lanka. It is located at the mouth of the Negombo   Lagoon, about 7 
km from the Bandaranaike International Airport. Negombo has a small port, and its economy is mainly based on tourism 
and its centuries-old fishing industry, though it also produces cinnamon, ceramics, and brass ware.Dinner and overnight at 
hotel.
